Today, a nuclear power plant in Zaporozhye in southern Ukraine was attacked by
Russian troops, causing a fire. After that, the power plant was reportedly occupied
by the Russian troops. The Russian attack on the nuclear power plant is a clear
violation of international law and an act against humanity.

If the facilities of a nuclear power plant are destroyed by military attack, the nuclear
reaction and the reactor cooling will be uncontrollable. Consequently, the spread of
radioactivity will cause a serious and long-term threat to the health of the
population and environmental pollution on a global scale.

The Russian government should remember that the Chernobyl nuclear accident has
injured an extremely large number of people, causing them to lose their livelihoods
and their homes, and that the serious effects of the accident are still being felt today.

As a citizen think-tank in Japan, the country which has repeatedly experienced
tremendous nuclear disasters of the atomic bombings of Hiroshima and Nagasaki,
the hydrogen bomb tests at Bikini Atoll, and the Fukushima nuclear accident, we
firmly protest that the Russian government is forcing the Ukrainian people to
surrender by exposing them to nuclear terror. It should also be realized that the
widespread contamination caused by destruction of nuclear plants will afflict
people in many countries, including Russia, as well as Ukraine.
